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Host: Dear countrymen, dear listeners, Zeleda Radio received substantial material support from the Invisible Children organisation and from Interactive Radio for Justice. We had an interview with the representative of the grant donor, Mr. Adam Fink.

Host: Can you please introduce yourself?

Adam Fink: My name is Adam Fink and I work for the Organisation Invisible Children. I am based in the USA, in California. 

Host: We would like to ask you why you came to Obo?

AF: I came to Obo with Invisible Children. I am in charge, on behalf of Invisible Children, of building capacity of Zeleda Radio. We heard so much about what the Radio is doing in Obo. It has even reached us all the way to California, in the US. So we want to do whatever we can to help increase the capacity of the Radio.

Host: What programs have you put in place through Zeleda Radio to encourage the disarmament of Tongo-Tongo rebels of the LRA?

AF: For Invisible Children, our main goal is to support Zeleda Radio to improve their capacity. They cannot produce this program and have to rely on experts.
Host: What do you think of Tongo-Tongo victims, the local name of the LRA, and the displaced?

AF: Our program started in Northern Uganda, working with displaced population who were in displacement camps. So our focus was to assist the population affected by the conflict and the displaced. For instance, in Uganda, we have an education program to support children in secondary schools. We also have micro-economic activities to assist people who have transitioned from being displaced back to their original land.
Host: What do you think of journalists of Zeleda Radio who worked for two and a half years without remuneration or agenda?

AF: Personally, I am very impressed with Zeleda Radio. The entire organization of Invisible Children has heard about what Zeleda Radio does in Obo. We have received this information via the people who came here before us. They told us that a radio operates there without any assistance. So we are impressed and we want to support your work. This is why we are here to help you expand your coverage.
Host: Thank you very much.

AF: Thank you.
